     Now the Supreme Court has said that circumstantial evidence is "not intrinsically not different from direct or
testimonial evidence" in Holland versas U.S., 348 U. S. Reports, beginning p. 121.

Henry and Alcie had married
in Columbia Co GA in 1812, lived in Morgan Co GA until late 1819 or early 1820, when they moved to Butler
Co AL. They lived in Butler Co AL until the mid-1830s, when they moved to Pike Co. Henry served in the Creek
Indian War of 1836-1837 from Pike County.

About 1841 or 1842, Henry Youngblood moved his family from Pike Co AL to Hinds Co MS, where they
remained until 1849. But beginning in 1844, several of Henry and Alcie's sons, including George, William, and
Abraham, began making trips to Union Parish LA. It appears they choose vacant land belonging to the
government, grew a crop in the summers, and returned to Hinds Co MS with their parents in the winters. But in
1849, Henry Youngblood apparently decided to move to Union Parish, settling near Shiloh (a short distance east
of present-day Bernice). Henry's son Abraham J. Youngblood remained in Union Parish, leaving many
descendents in that area. In 1859, Henry and Alcie moved to Sabine Parish LA (now Vernon Parish). Apparently
trying to escape Gen. Nathaniel Bank's Yankee attack upon Louisiana in 1863/1864, Henry and Alcie left their
plantation in Sabine Parish and went to live near their son George H. Youngblood in Bienville Parish. Henry died
there in 1863.

Henry Youngblood had a brother named Thornton M. Youngblood; Thornton M. Youngblood lived in GA all of
his life. Henry and Thornton were the sons of Abraham Youngblood and Amy McNeil, who married in 1789 in
Richmond Co GA.

The name of "Thornton Youngblood" is found several times among the children and grandchildren of Henry and
Alcie Youngblood. I believe that Henry's sons Abraham, George, and Wade Youngblood all had sons by this
name. Henry and Alcie Youngblood had a son named "John Thornton Youngblood". He fought in the War
Between the States, died shortly afterwards, leaving several daughters.

Abraham J. Youngblood married Caroline Frances Skinner in 1849, and their eldest son was named "John
Thornton Youngblood", born in 1851. He was called "Thornt" by his family. He lived in Union Parish until the
1870s or 1880s, at which time he moved to Natchitoches Parish LA. I think he died in 1911 or thereabouts.

Hi Christine (Brodnax),

Yes, I have information on Abraham J. Youngblood and his wife Caroline Frances Skinner. I descend from their
daughter Sarah Elizabeth Youngblood Everett (1862-1942). Abraham was born about 1819 in Morgan Co GA,
moved in 1820 to Alabama, where he lived in Butler and Pike Counties. About 1842, his father Henry
Youngblood moved the family to Hinds County MS. Although the family remained there, Abraham and his
brothers apparently travelled yearly to Union Parish LA and raised crops there. The Youngblood moved to Union
Parish for good in 1849. Somewhere in this travelling back and forth between Louisiana and Mississippi,
Abraham met and married Carolina Frances Skinner. To date, as far as I know no one had any proof of her
parents.

Abraham J. and Caroline F. Youngblood spent the remainder of their lives living in the Shiloh area of Union
Parish, except for the years in which Abraham was in the Confederate Army (1863-1865).

His parents were Henry Youngblood and Alsey Ray. Henry was born in about 1792 I believe (I have the precise
date, but will have to look it up) in Columbia County GA, son of Abraham youngblood and Amy McNeil; they
married in 1789, Richmond Co GA. Her parents Daniel and Sarah McNeil were Scottish and moved to this
continent in the 1740s, I believe. Daniel McNeil died in 1805/1806, Columbia Co GA and Sarah a few years
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later. Henry married Alsey Ray in 1812, moved to Morgan Co GA in the 1810s, by 1820 to Alabama, in 1842 to
Mississippi, and in 1849 to Union Parish LA. He moved to Sabine Parish in 1859, but back north into Bienville
Parish due to the war in 1863. He died there in 1863. Don't know when Alsey died.

John, glad to hear from you as I have been intending to let you know of my recent problems....which I will
describe in a separate email.  When I visited Clementine Youngblood McWhorter, dau. of Isaac Y., grandpappy's
uncle, in 1964, she and her brother Richard (with whom I only had telephone. conversations), said that Henry's
middle name was Burl or Burrell.  I made a list of the people on the census in 1840 Pike County, AL where Henry
lived at the time and compared them to his neighbors in Union Parish, Louisiana to see who went with whom.  I
found a Burrell family in Pike County AL that was quite prominent but whether or not there was any connection
has always been up in the air.  The Youngbloods seemed to take middle names outside their family.  For example,
Henry had a brother. named Thornton in Georgia and named a son that (Uncle Thornton Y., Grandpappy's oldest
brother.)  Nor do I know how Uncle Charley got the middle name of Cooper.

So probably the middle name was Burrell (accent could have been on first syllable, not second, hence the "Burl".

I descend from Abraham and Caroline Skinner Youngblood's daughter Sarah Elizabeth Youngblood Everett. She
is the only one who remained in Union Parish. All of her siblings moved to Natchitoches Parish Louisiana
following the death of their mother Caroline Frances Skinner Youngblood in 1889.

Thus, I don't know much about the other children of Abraham and Caroline except what is in Dewey O'Brien's
book and the censuses. Dewey O'Brien descends from Jesse Youngblood, so I presume you have checked that
portion of his book.

Abraham and Caroline also had a son George, who could possibly be a father of your George Emmett
Youngblood.

I have the 1880 Union Parish Louisiana census and the Natchitoches Parish Louisiana 1900 and 1910 census
listings for all of the Youngblood siblings in my files. These censues should determine all the children of John
Thornton Youngblood. However, I live in eastern North Carolina and due to the flooding following Hurricane
Floyd, I had to put all of my genealogical records in storage to prevent the flood waters from destroying them. I
will not be able to access my files for the next several months, but as soon as I can unpack them I'll be more than
happy to look up this information for you.

I should warn you that some of the statements made in Dewey O'Brien's book are, in my opinion, in error. For
example, he does not include a complete list of the children of Henry and Alcie Youngblood. He omits mention of
their son William W. Youngblood, who was committed to the Louisiana State Mental Hospital in Jackson,
Louisiana in 1851 or 1852 for murder. He also omits mention of one of their daughters, besides other omissions.
If you are interested in additional material on Abraham and Caroline, let me know.

Abraham J. Youngblood was born about 1819 in Morgan County Georgia, the son of Henry Youngblood and his
wife Alsey Ray. He moved with his parents to Alabama about 1820. They lived in Butler County in 1830 and
Pike County in 1840. In late 1840 or early 1841, Henry moved to Hinds County Mississippi, where he remained
until the latter 1840s. However, about 1844 Abraham and his brothers William and George moved across the
Mississippi River and west into Union Parish Louisiana They apparently cleared land and raised crops for several
years, perhaps returning to their parents’ home in Hinds County Mississippi during the winters. Abraham appears
to have spent a few years back in Hinds County in the latter 1840s. However, by 1850, Abraham and his brothers
convinced their parents to follow them to Union Parish Louisiana, where they settled near Shiloh. Abraham
married about 1849, location unknown, to Caroline Frances Skinner. Family tradition states that Abraham and
Caroline originally joined the Shiloh Baptist Church in the early 1850s, but when the Pisgah Church formed
shortly thereafter, they became founding members of that church.
After the war, Abraham J. Youngblood returned home to Shiloh and farmed for the rest of his life. He also
apparently maintained his membership at Pisgah Baptist Church, probably serving as a deacon, although the loss
of the early church records prevents us from knowing any details. Abraham and Carolina raised horses and their
sons raced them; Abraham’s son James was killed at age fifteen while racing on horseback. Abraham died on 16
February 1887 at his home near Shiloh in the Pisgah Community north of Shiloh and was buried in the Pisgah
Cemetery.

Shiloh was located in western Union Parish in Section 20, Township 21 North, Range 2 West, not too far from
Bayou Corney. It was a thriving business center between the latter 1840s and 1898, when the business district
burned. The fire plus the decision of the railroad commissioners to bypass Shiloh and place the north/south rail
line several miles west of Shiloh led to its demise. Business had shifted to Bernice within only a few years.

John, you may have received my earlier msg re yours and Yvonne's.  Yvonne, although I addressed you also,
it bounced.
    Yvonne, I think it likely that the Wesley you referred to was the son of Isaac Youngblood and Sarah
Skinner whose relationship, if any, to my and John's Caroline Skinner is unknown.  Two sons of Henry
Youngblood, our Abraham and his younger brother Isaac married Skinners as mentioned above.  I am
inclined to think they were related as Sarah's father, Alexander Skinner, lived in Claiborne Parish in North
Louisiana not far across the line with Union Parish where Abraham and Caroline Skinner Youngblood lived
at the time of the 1860 census.
     Abraham's father, Henry Youngblood, moved to Sabine Parish, Louisiana just across the Sabine River
from Newton County, Texas where Isaac Youngblood lived after he married Sarah Skinner. In 1964 I visited
Clementine Youngblood McWhorter whose only surviving sibling then was Richard Youngblood of Port
Arthur, Jefferson County, Texas. But they had a deceased brother, Wesley.  That could be the one to whom
you referred.  Some years later I corresponded with descendants of that branch of the family.
   I think it likely that Caroline was from Noxubee County, Mississippi as her close relative, Maria Skinner
married John Fancher there.  That they were close relatives is the fact that Abraham Y. handled the estate of
John and Maria Fancher both of whom died during the Civil War era. (Husbands handled legal matters for
wives, and Caroline would have been Maria's closest local relative.)
    It is possible that Caroline Skinner Y. was the daughter of Francis Skinner who lived in Noxubee County
and a neighboring county in Mississippi.   Her 1850 census in Union Parish, Louisiana showed her born in
Mississippi but that was probably her earliest memory.  Later censuses showed her born in AL.  The 1845
census of Morris Skinner, a neighbor of Abe and Caroline in 1850, showed no female child of the age of
Caroline.  (Yes, some States had odd year census records.)
    Would love to hear about the Bible or other records you may have, Yvonne.

Shiloh had served as the western center of commerce for the parish since the 1840s. Located between Bayous
d'Arbonne and Corney about twelve or thirteen miles west of Farmerville, the Shiloh merchants received their
goods by steamboats up Bayou d'Arbonne. During the rainy seasons, the water level was high enough for the
steamboats to reach Stein's Bluffs, a few miles south of Shiloh. When the decision was made in 1897 to lay the
parish's first railroad to the west of Farmerville, Shiloh had high hopes of becoming Union Parish's first railroad
town. However, to the local citizens' dismay, the railroad commissioners laid the line two miles west of Shiloh.
Then, a second blow struck shortly after midnight on 20 March 1899 when an arsonist caused most of Shiloh's
stores and the post office to burn to the ground. The losses totaled over $40,000 and included the spring stock that
the merchants had just received by steamboat. The town never recovered from this double whammy. Since the
railroad eliminated the need for a water route for transporting cotton to market and bringing the merchant's their
goods from Monroe, instead of rebuilding, business moved two miles west to the railroad stop. Reportedly named
after the railroad commissioner's daughter, the rail stop of Bernice soon replaced Shiloh as the western business
center of the parish.

In my past conversations with my Aunt Bessie Ola Youngblood Locke, she was very informative on how her
brothers died. I enjoy extra information other than names when researching families. You may know these
things, but I'll jot this info. down, just in case you don't.

Ernest E. Youngblood was found dead sitting by a tree.
Fred Wycliff Youngblood was killed by a box car train which explains his short life.
George Terry Youngblood was found dead in his bed in Lufkin, Angelina County, Texas.
Joey Youngblood died in Arkansas.

She also said an orphaned Youngblood cousin grew up with them. His name was Wesley T. Youngblood. He
died 8 Oct 1951. I don't know if this is in your database or not. I could not find him. Perhaps he was called by
his middle name, but Bessie said everyone in the family called him Wesley.

Bessie's father called her "Ola". She hated that name. It is not on her headstone.

When Aunt Bessie selected her headstone before she died, she bought a replacement headstone for her
husband Albert Crittington Locke, which was an exact copy of her stone.

Attached is a photo of Bessie Youngblood Locke taken when she was about 60 years old. The location is in
her front yard in Marthaville, with the front gate behind her. Albert and Bessie built the first brick house in
this part of the country. At the time it was built, the cost was only $3,000.

Also, I'm attaching a photo of Albert Crittington Locke. I do not know how old he was when it was taken.

I descend from Abraham and Caroline Skinner Youngblood's daughter Sarah Elizabeth Youngblood Everett. She
is the only one who remained in Union Parish. All of her siblings moved to Natchitoches Parish Louisiana
following the death of their mother Caroline Frances Skinner Youngblood in 1889.

Thus, I don't know much about the other children of Abraham and Caroline except what is in Dewey O'Brien's
book and the censuses. Dewey O'Brien descends from Jesse Youngblood, so I presume you have checked that
portion of his book.

Abraham and Caroline also had a son George, who could possibly be a father of your George Emmett
Youngblood.

I have the 1880 Union Parish Louisiana census and the Natchitoches Parish Louisiana 1900 and 1910 census
listings for all of the Youngblood siblings in my files. These censues should determine all the children of John
Thornton Youngblood. However, I live in eastern North Carolina and due to the flooding following Hurricane
Floyd, I had to put all of my genealogical records in storage to prevent the flood waters from destroying them. I
will not be able to access my files for the next several months, but as soon as I can unpack them I'll be more than
happy to look up this information for you.
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I should warn you that some of the statements made in Dewey O'Brien's book are, in my opinion, in error. For
example, he does not include a complete list of the children of Henry and Alcie Youngblood. He omits mention of
their son William W. Youngblood, who was committed to the Louisiana State Mental Hospital in Jackson,
Louisiana in 1851 or 1852 for murder. He also omits mention of one of their daughters, besides other omissions.
If you are interested in additional material on Abraham and Caroline, let me know.

Mrs. W. W. Everett of Spearsville Dies Suddenly Tuesday

Mrs. W. W. Everett, 80, of the Spearsville community died suddenly at her home Tuesday.  She was found dead
in her bed by members of the family.

Funeral rites will be held today (Thursday) at Mt. Union Baptist church, with the Rev. W. C. Smith of Farmerville
officiating. Interment will be in the Mt. Union cemetery, under the direction of the Kilpatrick Funeral Home.

The deceased was the widow of the late W. W. Everett. She had lived in Union parish for a long life-time.

Surviving are the following sons and daughters: R. N. Everett of Caledonia, Ark., W. W. Everett, Jr. and H. C.
Everett of Spearsville; Mrs. Lana Saint John of Pineville; Mrs. Frank Peppers of Caledonia, Ark.; Mrs. H. G.
Holloway of Spearsville, and Mrs. T. Z. Upshaw of Alexandria; two brothers, Smith Youngblood and George
Youngblood of Marthaville, La. A large number of grandchildren and great-grandchildren also survive.

Note: Sarah Elizabeth Youngblood (1 June 1862 – 10 June 1942) was the daughter of Abraham J. Youngblood
and Caroline Frances Skinner. She married William Walter Everett in Union Parish on 25 August 1881. They
spent their life in the Pisgah and later the Mt. Union communites.

o  The information on Palestine's death certificate was given by her sister, Sarah E. Youngblood Everett, and it
stated that Palestine died of breast cancer.  Dr. C.C. Colvin signed the death certificate, and he reported that she
suffered from breast cancer for 1 year and six months.
o  Sarah Youngblood Everett gave Palestine's date of birth as 12 July 1865, putting her life at 50 years, 10
months, and 13 days.  If correct, father Abraham must have come home briefly on furlough in November 1864
from the Confederate Army in order for mother Caroline to have conceived Palestine in that month.  We know
that he received leave for 30 days beginning 15 January 1865, but I believe it virtually impossible that a child
born after only six months would have survived in that era.
o  Palestine's granddaugher-in-law Arelia (Shorty) Breed gave me dates on Plaestine of (26 July 1864 - 21 Aug
1914).  Clearly this death date is incorrect, as shown by her death certificate.  I am at a loss as to which date of
birth to accept, but considerind the incorrect death date Mrs Breeed had in her records, this birth date also seems
questionable.  The 1900 census provides no help, but it gives her date of birth as July 1868, clearly mistaken.
The 1880 census seems the best evidence that her death certificate contained the correct date of birth, for on 9
June 1880, it gave her age as 14.

John, you may have received my earlier msg re yours and Yvonne's.  Yvonne, although I addressed you also, it
bounced.
    Yvonne, I think it likely that the Wesley you referred to was the son of Isaac Youngblood and Sarah Skinner
whose relationship, if any, to my and John's Caroline Skinner is unknown.  Two sons of Henry Youngblood, our
Abraham and his younger brother Isaac married Skinners as mentioned above.  I am inclined to think they were
related as Sarah's father, Alexander Skinner, lived in Claiborne Parish in North Louisiana not far across the line
with Union Parish where Abraham and Caroline Skinner Youngblood lived at the time of the 1860 census.
     Abraham's father, Henry Youngblood, moved to Sabine Parish, Louisiana just across the Sabine River from
Newton County, Texas where Isaac Youngblood lived after he married Sarah Skinner. In 1964 I visited
Clementine Youngblood McWhorter whose only surviving sibling then was Richard Youngblood of Port Arthur,
Jefferson County, Texas. But they had a deceased brother, Wesley.  That could be the one to whom you referred.
Some years later I corresponded with descendants of that branch of the family.
   I think it likely that Caroline was from Noxubee County, Mississippi as her close relative, Maria Skinner
married John Fancher there.  That they were close relatives is the fact that Abraham Y. handled the estate of John
and Maria Fancher both of whom died during the Civil War era. (Husbands handled legal matters for wives, and
Caroline would have been Maria's closest local relative.)
    It is possible that Caroline Skinner Y. was the daughter of Francis Skinner who lived in Noxubee County and a
neighboring county in Mississippi.   Her 1850 census in Union Parish, Louisiana showed her born in Mississippi
but that was probably her earliest memory.  Later censuses showed her born in AL.  The 1845 census of Morris
Skinner, a neighbor of Abe and Caroline in 1850, showed no female child of the age of Caroline.  (Yes, some
States had odd year census records.)
    Would love to hear about the Bible or other records you may have, Yvonne.

In 1927, the family moved from Bradley, Ark. area to Miller's Bluff area of Plain Dealing, Louisiana  One home
was across from Uncle Lonnie's and another was down road to Red River bank where the family stayed until J.D.
had finished the 6th grade.  J.D. repeated the 2nd & 4th grades at Plain Dealing.   He began the 7th grade in Plain
Dealing and finished the first semester.  By the 2nd semester the family had moved to Rodessa, Louisiana where
his dad help drill 5 oil wells (only 1 produced, others dry hole).  J.D. says he repeated and completed the 7th
grade in Vivian, Louisiana  After J.D.'s mothers death (by speeding auto while she was crossing French Road near
Rodessa with children, no others injured), J.D., Jack, Dalton, & Claude moved into the old children's home on
Olive St in Shreveport where J.D. attended Byrd High School and graduated (total 11 grades then) in Aug 1943.
Jack did not stay in home the whole time as he moved back with his dad part of that time.  Dalton & Claude
moved into Mrs Warden's foster home (near Blanchard, Louisiana) where they lived and finished school at Fair
Park High in Shreveport.  While attending high school, J.D. says he had several jobs (selling shoes, delivering
Western Union telegrams, etc) in which he either rode a bicycle or the trolley to get around.

J.D. says on his 18th birthday (Sept 15, 1943) he both signed up for the draft and applied for work at the Ks City
So Railway on Spring St in Shreveport, Caddo Parish, Louisiana  As few others were available to work as most
were already in WW II, on Sept 20th, 1943 he began there as an Office Boy.  Two months later he was drafted
into the Army himself.  J.D. was injured in France when the motorcycle he was driving at high speed hit a shell
hole in road and wrecked.  The front wheel lodged in the hole, spun the motorcycle in such a way that he flew
forward while the sidecar span around and hit and fractured his right hip.  He stayed in traction for 9 months and
was discharged in the fall of 1945.  No metals were awarded as no blood from any broken skin was observed
(only internal injuries).

Charles C. Harpool

Fort Worth – Charles C. Harpool left his home and those he loved on earth Thursday, May 18, 2006 to be with
the Lord and live “in that city not made with hands.”

Graveside service:  3 p.m. Friday in Frankford Cemetery, Dallas (Plano, southwest Collin County, Texas).

Mr. Harpool was born Sept 14, 1912, in Hebron (Texas).  His farther died when Charles was 8 years old and his
mother died when he was 12 years old.  He lived with his grandmother until he died.  He was 14 years old.  He
made his way by himself, working such jobs as cleaning the school rooms and building fires in the wood stove in
order to graduate from high school.  He work for a small telephone company and was fortunate to be working
there when the change was made from crank phones to dial (rotary) phones.  He was selected to go to Chicago,
Ill. to the World’s Fair, in 1933, to demonstrate the dial system to the public.

He came to Oklahoma in 1934, with a new wife, a Model A Ford, a few possessions and $34 in his pocket.  He
went to work in the oil fields, for Blackwell Oil and Gas, for 40 cents an hour.  After about six months, he went to
work for Travis Oil Company, as a roughneck.  In 1935, a block fell out of a derrick and hit him on the head and
shoulders, pulling the ulna nerve from the brain stem and leaving him with a damaged left hand and arm.  He was
left-handed and had to learn to write with his right hand.  The company was good to hem and let hem work,
advancing up the ladder until he was made field superintendent of three states in 1938.  He remained with Travis
Oil and Gas through the war, and helped them completely liquidate their business in 1945.

Charles had always wanted to have his own business, and in 1943, with the full knowledge of Travis Oil
Company, he began to assemble his own company, and when the liquidation of Travis Oil Company was
complete, he was ready with his own company, Harpool Tank Trucks, and began a long and very successful
business of his own.

His wife passed away in 1971, and he liquidated his business assets about a year later.  For the next 10 years or
so, he traveled extensively, making five trips around the world, seeing the things he had heard and read about.  He
married his present wife, Janae, in 1980, and together they continued to travel and share common interests.

Charles was a member of the Christian Church, Disciples of Christ.  He became interested in The Christian Camp
and served on the board for 18 year.  The Christian Camp remained close to his heart for the remainder of his life.
One of his greatest joys was being named Layman of the Year in the Christian Churches of Oklahoma in 1971.
He was a 50-year member of Scottish Rite and member of India Shrine.  He as especially interested in the
Shriners Hospital for Crippled Children and helped raise funds to maintain their programs.  He was a member of
Order of the Eastern Star, serving as Worthy Grand Patron in 1973.
